To create a photo database:

1. Select 
[image: image1]Create Photo Database...  from the Database Merge toolbar.
OR 
Choose Database Merge from the Tools menu and select Create Photo Database... from the submenu.

The Photo Data Source Wizard appears. 

2. Click the Browse... button to locate the source folder containing the images you want to database. (All images must be located in the same folder.) 

3. Click Next>, then provide a full path name for the database file to be created.

4. Click Next> and the Wizard displays a list of image files found in the designated source folder and lets you uncheck individual entries to exclude specific images from the database. Initially, all images are checked for inclusion. For convenience, you can also click Select All or Select None, or Toggle Select to reverse the state of each record.

5. Click Next and the Wizard displays a list of Exif data fields that may be associated with one or more images. Again, you can exclude fields you don't want recorded in the database. Unless you want to see all the information, click Select None and then check just the fields you want. 

6. When you've completed the Wizard, click Finish. The dialog closes when WebPlus finishes building the database.

Once created, the photo data source can be associated with a repeating area placed on your web page. By including picture fields and text fields on this repeating area you can display each photo, its EXIF details and any captions (added manually to your photo database) after merging.
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Re: Member Photos with Names 



Hi

You can use the photo database as a start but you will need to customise it by adding a new field to the record for the members name.

1. Start a new page on your site to hold the members photos. Have this page blank except for the site designs

2. Having a folder of your members photos start a photo db using this folder

3. Once you have the db select the "insert repeating area" button and browse for the db just produced > click edit

4. On the merge list click edit and on the edit database click customize button to insert a new field in the record for the members name.

5. Go through your records adding the members names to this new field.

6. You can if needed filter your records to get them into Alphabetical order.

7. When you OK out of all these dialogue boxes you will get to repeating area setup where you can setup how you want the photos put on the page i.e. 4 across 6 down, this will add this number of photos to each page and add pages with this amount until the number of members is reached.
There is a check box at the bottom where you can extend the page automatically to hold all your records.

8. Once OK'd out of the repeating area setup the repeating area will be placed on your page. You can drag the area bigger/smaller which would result in the number across/down the page changing which will be seen in the figures in this area.

9. Now click the "insert picture field" and choose the field name that relates to the photo and drag/resize the photo box that comes onto your page into the repeating area.

10. Now click the "insert text field" and choose the field name for the members name and drag/resize/format the text box to suite.

11. When you have finished this it is now time to merge. It always merges to a new site which you can rename to your normal sites name plus add say 1 or a after this. Then you can upload this to your site.

12. When you come to add members you need to add them to your db as a new record then filter to sort them into order

I have done a small tutorial on the db function on my site.
