Mike Waufle (born June 27, 1954) is a former Mike Waufle (born June 27, 1954) is a former 
American football coach who most recently served American football coach who most recently served 
as the defensive line coach for the Buffalo Bills of the as the defensive line coach for the Buffalo Bills of the 
National Football League (NFL).[1] Waufle served National Football League (NFL).[1] Waufle served 
as defensive line coach for the Oakland Raiders from as defensive line coach for the Oakland Raiders from 
1998 to 2003 and coached in Super Bowl XXXVII 1998 to 2003 and coached in Super Bowl XXXVII 
after the 2002 season. Waufle coached primarily after the 2002 season. Waufle coached primarily 
single gap 4 man defensive lines in 4-3 Defenses. He single gap 4 man defensive lines in 4-3 Defenses. He 
was the defensive line coach for the New York Giants was the defensive line coach for the New York Giants 
from 2004 to 2009, and the defensive lines he from 2004 to 2009, and the defensive lines he 
coached were a strength of the team. He won Super coached were a strength of the team. He won Super 
Bowl XLII in 2007; in that game the defensive line's Bowl XLII in 2007; in that game the defensive line's

APRIL’S READY GOLF TIP
The golfer farthest from the green normally would 
be the first to hit. However, if the golfer farthest 
from the green is not ready to hit, and another 
golfer, not in the line of that farthest golfer, is ready. 
The ready golfer should hit first. It may not appear 
so, but over an eighteen hole round, following this 
procedure can save several minutes.
